2024 Golf Course Rules 
USGA rules apply except as modified by the following local rules:
Red Penalty Areas:
If a ball enters a water hazard, you may take a drop within two club lengths of the native line where the ball crossed into the water.  A ball lost in a native area that is not a water hazard is deemed lost (for example a ball hit right of Sagebrush #2 cart path and not found is lost. It is not a penalty area).

Out of Bounds:

Out of bounds is defined by white lines, white stakes (when stakes and white lines are present, the line defines out of bounds), all netted fences, paved roads, clubhouse and staging area, bridge tunnels and neighboring business walking paths and parking lots that surround the golf course.
A ball hit out of bounds is stroke AND distance.  You must replay shot from last spot adding a penalty stroke.

Doubts as to Procedure:

Under Rule 3-3, a competitor who is doubtful of his rights or procedure, may play a second ball and before returning his scorecard, report the facts of the situation to the rules committee.
